Constitution

ARTICLE I



NAME OF CLUB

Section 1.
The name of this organization shall be International Youth Fellowship (IYF).

ARTICLE II



PURPOSE OF CLUB

Section 1. 
The International Youth Fellowship (IYF) is a worldwide organization established in 80 countries by Christians who felt the need to focus on the growing problems of today’s youth. The IYF wishes to cultivate future leaders with strong and humble mindsets. Through activities and programs such as English Camps, World Camps, Korean classes and mind lectures, students can receive a comprehensive training. The IYF hopes all students can grow spiritually, emotionally, physically and intellectually.

ARTICLE III



AFFILIATION

Section 1. 
This organization is affiliated with the international organization based in Korea and in other universities in the USA.

ARTICLE IV



MEMEBERSHIP

Section 1. 
Any person currently enrolled as a student at UH and fulfilling the membership requirements of the organization may be a member.
Section 2.
Voting membership is restricted to matriculated, currently enrolled students, faculty, and staff at UH.

Section 3. 
Non-Discrimination Clause
As a Registered Student Organization at the University of Houston we adhere to the University of Houston’s Non-Discrimination Policy. The University of Houston is an Affirmative Action/Equal Opportunity institution. The university provides equal treatment and opportunity to all persons without regard to race, color, religion, national origin, sex, age, genetic information, disability, or veteran status except where such distinction is required by law. Additionally, the System prohibits discrimination on the basis of sexual orientation, gender identity or gender expression.
Section 4. 
Anti-Hazing Clause
This organization will not initiate, participate in, or be witness to any act that inflicts or intends to inflict physical or mental harm or discomfort or which may demean, disgrace, or degrade any person, regardless of location, intent, or consent of participant(s).
Section 5. 
There will be no required membership fee for the organization at UH, but donations/offerings are accepted.

ARTICLE V


QUALIFICATION AND ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Section 1. 
Club Officers must be currently enrolled at UH.

Section 2. 
Officer positions will include: President, Vice-President and Treasurer.  
Section 3.
Club officers shall be elected by a simple majority vote of active Club Members present at that Club Meeting.  In the event that there are three (3) or more candidates and no one person receives a simple majority of votes then the top two (2) candidates will participate in a run-off election.  New officers will be sworn in upon completion.

ARTICLE VI


DUTIES OF THE OFFICERS

Section 1. 
President 


A. Preside over all meetings.

B. Call special meetings.

C. Carry out the provisions of the constitution.

D. Appoint committees and chairpersons.

E. Oversee all committee activities.

Section 2. 
Vice President
A. Assume the duties of the president in his/her absence.

B. Perform any duties delegated by the president.

Section 3.        Treasurer

A. Handle funds and finances for club.

B. Keep financial records and collect dues.

C. Pay bills and release funds as voted by the general membership.

D. Make financial reports at least once a month at the meeting.
ARTICLE VII

IMPEACHMENT/REMOVAL AND REPLACEMENT OF OFFICER AND MEMBERS
Section 1. 
All elected officers and club members may be subjected to impeachment and removal by a two-thirds majority vote of the total membership. 

Section 2. 
Grounds for impeachment are negligence and any form of misconduct that is damaging to the club.  An officer/member may be impeached/removed only under the following conditions: there must be a quorum present during impeachment/removal; two-thirds of the membership must vote; prior to impeachment/removal there must be one week’s notice of intent publicized.

Section 3. 
Replacement of officer(s) shall be filled in the following manner in the event of vacancy:  A new election will be held with simple majority vote to fill position.    
ARTICLE VIII


MEETINGS

Section 1. 
There must be public notice of meetings at least five (5) school days in advance.
Section 2. 
There must be a meeting at least once every week, except for the last week of each month.
Section 3.
There must be a quorum (a quorum is 50 percent plus 1 of the active members) present in order to take care of financial action.

ARTICLE IX



COMMITTEES

Section 1. 
The standing committees of this club shall be appointed as necessary. 

ARTICLE X



RESPONSIBILITIES

Section 1. 
The club accepts full financial responsibility for all activities that bear its name as official sponsor, and will adhere to college regulations.  All publicity for an event must bear the name of the sponsoring club.

ARTICLE XI



RIGHT TO ACT

Section 1. 
Any club officer or club member does not have the right to incur any debt or become involved in any business under the title or by implying the title of a club in any way unless given full authority to do so by the club. 

ARTICLE XII

AMENDMENTS TO CONSTITUTION

Section 1.
The officers of the club can originate an amendment.

Section 2.
The amendment must be read in the presence of quorum present in at least one meeting.

Section 3.
Two-thirds of the votes are needed to adopt the amendment.

Section 4. 
Must then be approved by UH officers.
